DNR to amend
emergency
landowner/tenant
rule in bovine TB
area

The emergency rule allowing
landowners, tenants, and their agents des-
ignated in writing, to take deer without a
permit in the landowner/tenant shooting
zone in northwest Minnesota will soon be
amended, according to the Minnesota
Department of Natural Resources
(DNR.)

Beginning Aug. 1, a permit will be re-
quired to shoot deer between one-half
hour after sunset and one-half hour be-
fore sunrise, and for taking deer with the
use of an artificial light. In addition, the
amended rule and permits will contain
provisions requiring that antlers of any
deer taken be turned over to the DNR
Thief Lake Area Wildlife manager.

The emergency rule, which went into
effect March 31, established the
landowner/tenant shooting zone to allow
cattle owners to remove deer that were
interacting with cattle in and around the
bovine tuberculosis (TB) management
zone. It is part of Minnesota’s overall
strategy to eradicate bovine TB in the
state. A map of the landowner/tenant
zone is available on the DNR Web site at
www.mndnr.gov/hunting/deer/tb.

The emergency rule still requires that
all deer be field dressed at the time of the
kill and presented to Wannaska or Grygla
Forestry offices or the Thief Lake
Wildlife office within 48 hours of the kill
for testing. Tags are still required for all
deer transported or retained in posses- ing”.
